SURVEY

The aim of this survey is to make the pupils become aware of the different types of greetings they can find in their everyday lives.

Development:


The pupils are asked to do a survey concerning three «groups» of people, using three different types of questionnaires:

· “ Amongst young people ”: interactions amongst a group of youngsters (intra-generational);

· “ Amongst people of your parents generation ”: interactions amongst a group of adults; (id.)

· “ Amongst young people and their parents ” interactions amongst people of different ages (inter-generational)

The language(s) can be different for these three groups. 


The survey is done by groups of 2 to 4 pupils, after school hours.


The surveys can be done by all the pupils at the same time: first the  “amongst young people” questionnaire, then the “amongst people of your parents generation” and then the “amongst young people and their parents” questionnaire. In this case it will be necessary to work on it in class after each survey, and then compare the results obtained from the three surveys.


The surveys can also be distributed directly to pupils, making sure that each questionnaire is given at least to two groups.


Each group of pupils will set a language/languages in advance. For example:

· “Amongst young people ” who speak French and Vietnamese

· “Amongst young people” who speak only French

· “Amongst people of your parents generation” who speak French and a dialect.

· “Amongst young people and their parents ” who speak only French

· etc.

The pupils will be encouraged to carry out a survey about groups of people whose language is unknown to them (but without forcing them).


The pupils will be encouraged to get as many different language(s), culture(s), and social environments as possible when distributing the different questionnaires.
